Using ChatGPT to Generate Item Descriptions

In the item portion of QL2 worksheets, the Item Description can be generated using ChatGPT which can
save time and create consistency in style across all appraisals in the database.

Before triggering the feature, make sure to enter all of the relevant Item and Component/Detail data.

Once all data is entered, click on the “Generate Description” icon, answer affirmatively to the question
about data entry, and then let ChatGPT think for a bit....
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Once the description is returned, you are free to edit the text if necessary.



Prompts

Prompts are what are used to tell ChatGPT what information to return and how to format it. In QL2, you
have complete control over the prompts that are used and you can have multiple prompts allowing for
different commands for different types of jewelry or gemstones. You could even create prompts for
flatware or furniture, if you appraise those types of items!

To access the Edit Prompts dialog, go to Tools -> Options and then click on the “Edit Lists” link....
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In the Edit Lists area, click on “Al Prompts”
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New prompts can be added and existing prompts can be edited. Each prompt has a Name, the actual
Prompt Text and you can choose to have item images included in the data sent to ChatGPT for evaluation.



Prompt Text

Given the data for a jewelry appraisal in the following
HTML document, generate a description of the item
suitable for the "Description of item" line in a jewelry
appraisal report document (typically concise, 30-150
words, one to two sentences). Please return only the
description text.

Note: A colon () and an HTML document containing all of the
relevant item data will be appended to the prompt when sending to
ChatGPT.

It is important to note that all of the item data that is sent to ChatGPT is appended to the prompt text. Notice
the first sentence in the default Prompt Text paragraph indicating that the HTML document containing the
data will follow. All prompts should have text indicating the presence of an HTML document to follow.

Prompts are all about directing ChatGPT to consistently create the Item Description content you want. You

can create prompts that specifically address loose gemstones, pearls, watches and many other items that you
might appraise.
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Prompts should be named descriptively so that they are easy to find in the selection list when invoking
ChatGPT. The list can be ordered by dragging and dropping list items to the desired position in the list.



When there are multiple prompts, the ChatGPT message dialog will allow for the selection of the desired
prompt. When all the relevant Item Data has been entered and the desired prompt is selected, click the

“Yes...."” button to begin processing.
